Dress Code for Graduates
(Clothes Approval Date:  February 24, 2012)

 Keeping in mind that the students are in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament at the Graduation and May Crowning Masses,  the dress code is the following:

BOYS
1. Suit or blazer and dress pants (may leave tags on)
2. Dress shirt and tie

3. Dress shoes

4. No tuxedos

5. No earrings

6. Hair style as in MBS school uniform code

GIRLS (dresses will not be pre-approved before February 24, 2012)
1. Tea-length or floor-length white, off white, or cream dress with sleeves.  (Armpits must be covered because the girls will raise their arms during their liturgical dance for May Crowning.

2. No jackets, sweaters or wraps may be used to cover non-guideline dresses.  (In other words, follow the guidelines, without adding anything extra, please.)

3. Dresses must be modest:  no low cut fronts or backs, no tight fitting attire.

4. Dress shoes/sandals with heel or heel straps.  Heels may not be higher than 3 inches. (The inside of the heel is measured.)
5. “Mules” or strapless sandals are not permitted.

Students must be able to walk comfortably up and down steps without shoes “clip clopping.”
